	Narrative: Little Red Creek is a tributary to the Wind River located at the area known as Red Rocks, where a sub-herd of the Whiskey Bighorn Sheep herd can be throughout the year.    Due to the level of incision in the creek, the dense willow, cottonwood, and other shrub cover, and low water levels, bighorn sheep avoid using the creek as a water source.  In addition the Red Creek Bridge on U.S. Highway 26 at milepost 69.94 is sometimes used as an underpass for bighorn sheep, but the dense vegetation under the bridge precludes more use.  So, they typically cross Little Red Creek on top of the bridge or the roadway to get to the red cliffs, or to find a more open pathway to reach the Wind River for water.  This puts them at a very high risk for collision with vehicles which occur at this location occasionally.  
The Whiskey Mountain Bighorn Sheep Technical Committee has conducted field tours multiple times at the bridge to brainstorm ways to make Little Red Creek more available for use by bighorn sheep.  The subject that inevitably comes up is removal of shrub and tree cover, which often seems counter-intuitive in a riparian system.  However, the dense cover, complicated by the deep incision of the creek creates unusable habitat for bighorn sheep.  
The Technical committee decided, along with WYDOT personnel, to use herbicide to kill the willows directly adjacent to and under the bridge, and then cut them down, leaving root wads in place to help prevent inevitable erosion associated with bridges.  Upstream of the bridge, a high producing spring creates a wet meadow that provides open water, even in the winter.  We would like to remove some of the surrounding willow, cottonwood and other high stature vegetation surrounding this spring to provide bighorn sheep a source of water adjacent to the Red Rocks.  This may decrease their need to cross U.S. highway 26 to get water from the Wind River.  
The Little Red Creek/Red Rocks area was identified in the Whiskey Mountain Bighorn Sheep Plan:

Strategy: Assess the value of providing water sources to allow bighorn sheep use of unused or underused habitats. 
Actions: 

• Identify potential water development sites (e.g., Red Rocks) to increase bighorn sheep use of available habitats. 
• Evaluate vegetation management (conifer removal) to restore or increase water availability at springs and seeps. 

It is also a priority identified in the U.S. Highway 26 Mitigation Strategy :

Milepost Location Description Mitigation Recommendation Priority
MP69.94 -Little Red Creek Bridge - Create pathways for wildlife through the thick vegetation on either side of the bridge. Medium priority.

The Technical Committee will work with the WRIR throughout the process to ensure all parties are in agreement with the selected treatment options.  The funding will be utilized to conduct a herbicide treatment to kill select willow plants, and then to hire a contractor to cut and remove willow, cottonwood, and other high stature shrub cover under and adjacent and under to the bridge, and in the area surrounding the spring.  The contractor will cut and pile the cut trees and shrubs from bridge and WYDOT will remove the cut material from the treatment areas.  Total treatment area is approximately 4 acres.  The attached map outlines the general project area.
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
