[The National Bighorn Sheep Center seeks funding to support Camp Bighorn 2022, our growing webinar series, a
expenses to perform wild sheep, wildlife, and wild-spaces related youth activities and events specifically for Wild
Chapters & Affiliates and schools in Wyoming.

[The objective of the project is to provide conservation education first and foremost to youth: the future generation
hunters, wildlife biologists, and researchers who will carry out the mission of both the Wyoming Wild Sheep Foun
(WY-WSF) and the National Bighorn Sheep Center (NBSC) for years to come.

Camp Bighorn $1,500: this grant would provide for 1) lunches for attendees (25 youth and daily volunteer meals)
educational supplies and activities 3) Camp t-shirts and prizes 4) Staffing time

'Youth Programs throughout Wyoming and Chapter/Affiliate Events $1,500: this grant would provide for travel (log
fuel, and meals to attend the WY-WSF banquet in June & December), travel to the Wyoming Outdoor Expo, and
educational materials), travel to the other chapter banquets to host youth programs (e.g., Utah / Nevada), school
throughout Wyoming and shipping of education trunks.

\Webinar Series $250: this grant would provide for marketing for this series

The Center is on track to reach pre-pandemic outreach levels (~13,000 folks) and expand our outreach levels by
10% using WY-WSF and other acquired funds in 2022. We have already reached 1,710 individuals this year, hay
launched our new webinar series in July and hosting nine programs, virtually and in-person. In total, we have ovd
programs scheduled for 2022, many targeted to youth.

In February 2022, the Center developed a task force to draft a strategic plan, incorporating new educational oppq
that the Sheep Center can offer as part of a long-term * business’ plan.

Per guidance from our WY-WSF Foundation, we are actively seeking and receiving other sources of income to s
mission. In this fiscal year (June 2021-May 2022) we have received over $45,000 in gifts, ~$15,000 through our
raffle, and $10,000 in memberships.
