	Narrative: The proposed project will involve controlling coyotes in the Sweetwater Rocks area, where a bighorn sheep introduction is being considered. Control efforts will be the aerial gunning of coyotes. The project area will encompass an approximate radius of up to 25 miles surrounding the Sweetwater Rocks in Natrona County. This area will help maximize coyote control in the Sweetwater Rocks area. 

M-44s (cyanide/poison projection devices) will NOT be used with money obtained from this grant.  The primary goal is to improve bighorn sheep survival and over-summer lamb recruitment.  To this end, project goals will focus on maximizing coyote control efforts within the project area during the most appropriate time of year (as determined by the trappers) to minimize coyote numbers within the defined project area from late May through July.  Project efficacy will be gauged by numbers of coyotes removed and comparisons of site-specific postseason bighorn sheep lamb ratios within the project area to those herd closest to the Sweetwater Rocks herd.  The Wyoming Game and Fish Department annually collects aerial (helicopter) classification ratios during winter months each year.
